Tom Shay was a mixed up 19 year-old when the Roslindale Bomb exploded in 1991 at his father's home.  Despite his attention-getting, voluntary false confession-like, statements to the police and media, Tom Shay had nothing to do with that explosion and neither did his acquaintance, Alfred Trenkler.  Both men were wrongly convicted.
