This is a rekeyed version of the letter from Tom Shay sent to the Boston Herald and received just hours after his capture.  An image of the letter was posted on the front page with the 17 July 2007 article.
Hi Ma'am,
It's Thomas Shay writing you.  I figured seeing as your [sic] a Brown noser, I'd write you a letter.  A massive manhunt for a man who served his sentence for being a scapegoat in a crime he didn't commit!  Well so be it.  The police used a disturbed teenager to cover up their ignorance of other possibilities.  I know who committed the offense, and I guarantee you it wasn't Alfred Trenkler. He is an innocent man.  I am up here in Plainfield, New Hampshire with the Brown's, Giving my support in a noble cause.  Shouldn't the Federal Government be out chasing real threats instead of going after Senior Citizens or a man former U.S. Attorney Frank Libby said Thomas Shay couldn't put two batteries in a flashlight.  Sure, I broke super...[supervision?] I did it cause I am the enabler of Police who will falsify claims and induce stories to see me behind bars at every turn.  The Police are upset about the sentence I got, they should be upset about perpetrators of this crime [who] are free men.  The government can't find the most notorious gangster Whitey Bulger, so let's go after the fag, cross dresser Thomas Shay. That will make us some headlines. Guess what Guys, today I spent the day with my bonoculars [sic] watching the U.S. marshals who are looking for me, Ha Ha.  Randy lent me some voice listening equipment so I've got to hear what you [marshals] were saying, IE planning.  Anyway, after this is all over, I am going to turn myself in, right down there at one Court House Way.  Enough is enough.  I won't give you people the privilege of casting a headline saying you caught me.  No way.  That's why I contacted my attorneys and will go with them to the courthouse to turn myself in.  That's unless you happen to catch me on my motorcycle up here, or in a tree in my fatigues. Oh, I'm not armed, nor am I dangerous.  I'm just on a Recon mission as Randy says.
