   Arguing about the proper sentence for an innocent man is more than ironic; it is tragic. Both Alfred Trenkler and Tom Shay are "perfectly innocent" of any role in the Roslindale Bomb. See the website, www.alfredtrenklerinnocent.org and read the online book at that site, "PERFECTLY INNOCENT." The two men barely knew each other, as Alfred Trenkler had given Tom Shay a few hitchhiked rides to his mother's and other locations.    

    In addition to Alfred Trenkler's resentencing hearing, he also has filed a habeas corpus motion challenging all of his wrongful conviction in 1993. He had no motive to participate in such a crime and there was no physical evidence linking him to the crime. 
   He has been wrongfully imprisoned for the past 15 years. Recently, the US Attorney's office acknowledged that it has destroyed the evidence in the case, including layers of tape that were believed to contain fingerprints and DNA. The U.S. Attorney's office has copies of the book, "Perfectly Innocent," and has not identified any errors in it and has not responded to requests to discuss the conclusions in the book that Trenkler and Shay are innocent. 
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
