The next U.S. Attorney for Massachusetts should do what's necessary to prevent wrongful convictions and to investigate substantiated claims of wrongful convictions which may have already occurred.

The 1993 wrongful convictions in Federal Court of Alfred Trenkler and Thomas A. Shay are two which should be investigated.  They were convicted of building and placing the Roslindale Bomb which tragically killed Boston Bomb Squad officer Jeremiah Hurley and maimed his partner, Francis Foley.  However, neither man had any role whatsoever in the crime.

When the next U.S. Attorney re-investigates the Roslindale Bomb case, she or he will uncover the tragic injustice of these two wrongful convictions and will renew the effort to find and prosecute the real perpetrators of the Roslindale Bomb.  Then, finally, the family of Jeremiah Hurley and Francis Foley and his family can obtain the closure they deserve to the terrible loss of 28 October 1991 when the bomb exploded.
