1. 
Interview Alfred Trenkler. He is not now represented by counsel on the issue of his innocence and has stated his complete willingness to meet with investigators, and to take a lie detector test (as he offered to do in 1991, until advised otherwise by his attorney).  In 18 years, no investigator or prosecutor has had a thorough, unrestricted interview with Alfred Trenkler. (Please use a recording device for this, and all, interviews.)
2. 
Interview Thomas A. Shay.  His credibility is always an issue, but he CAN be truthful, and he knows a lot about his father.  Even taken with grains of salt, his voice can be important.
3.  Interview Todd Leach.  Todd testified that Alfred Trenkler had used him, at the age of nine, to purchase parts for the 1986 artillery simulator device at a Radio Shack store in Quincy.  In fact, it was Todd Leach's aunt, Donna Shea, who went into a Radio Shack store with Alfred, and Donna paid for the remote control toy car that was incorporated into the 1986 device.

Interview Michael Coady.  He testified that Alfred Trenkler took him to California and Florida and on a skiing trip and that Alfred gave him, a young teenager, two automobiles, including a 1977 or 1978 Thunderbird. This was all not true, along with the incriminating statements about magnets and remote control cars.  Coady has stated to members of Alfred Trenkler's family that he would tell the truth about these matters, if he is given immunity.
5.  Interview Thomas L. Shay, father of Thomas A. Shay.  The initial interviews of Mr. Shay were obviously before the trials of his son and Alfred Trenkler, so Boston Police and ATF agents were not aware of Mr. Shay's repeated statements to psychotherapists and others about his fear of a bomb being used to kill him and his fear of a bomb placed in or underneath his car.  One way to show that such fears were reasonable was to have a real bomb appear, (but not explode).
6.  
Interview John Bowden.  His 1998 Affidavit regarding statements made to him by David Lindholm, BEFORE Lindholm's 1993 courtroom testimony, adds to the evidence that Lindholm's testimony at Alfred Trenkler's trial was false.  Bowden has said he is willing to discuss with investigators.
7.  Interview W. David Lindholm.  By whose decisions did he get to Alfred Trenkler's unit at Plymouth House of Correction on 17 December 1992, and left there for three days?  What is his response to John Bowden's affidavit about his plan to lie.  "He stated that if it wasn't Lindholm saying that Trenkler admitted to the bombing, someone else would do it for the government...."
8.  Interview, separately, former AUSA's Paul Kelly and Frank Libby.  What do they know about David Lindholm's role in this case?  Did they make any attempt to inform the defense about their efforts to secure an early release of W. David Lindholm, despite Lindholm's credibility-enhancing statement to the Trenkler jury that he would not seek any benefit?

9. Interview Morrison Bonpasse.  Through building the website, www.alfredtrenklerinnocent.org and writing the 727 page manuscript, Perfectly Innocent, he has become familiar with the case and its vast volume of documents.

10. Attempt to find missing documents in this case, including: the video of the reenacted 27 October 1991 travels of Thomas L. Shay, the ATF report of the Dennis Owen interview, the BPD interview with Arthur Shay in March 1992, and the Shay doctor's report with a drawing of a car and a bomb; and the report of Thomas L. Shay's discussion with a woman neighbor on 27 October, 1991. Why did the Government destroy evidence in the case in 2005 and 2006?
