I am checking for the pertinent documents for the switch issue. 

Do you have:

1) the Zobel memorandum discounting Armbrister's testimony in light of Alan Kingsbury's statements that it was two middle eastern men making the October 18, 2:36 PM purchase attributes to Shay Jr and pointing out that the ATF's identification procedure was flawed (showing Armbrister a single photo of Shay Jr prior to his memory returning some six months later) 

2) the 86 forensics report where not one item is listed as originating from Radio Shack

3) the Donna Shea Grand Jury testimony where she states that it was me and her making the Radio Shack purchase

4) the Todd Leach Testimony where he could not name one item in the 86 device that he purchased

6) Testimony of my accountant that I was with him in Weymouth within twenty minutes of the Mass Ave Boston purchase

Never mind the fact that no one else at that Radio Shack on the 18th could identify Shay Jr as being in the store, Kingsbury actually identifying Two people making the purchase of Middle Eastern origin. Also please point out that Armbrister remembered a scar on Shay Jr's lip which only appeared in the photo but Shay Jr  never had a scar, i.e. Armbrister's memory was from the photos, not from seeing Shay Jr.

What you should note to her class is the fact that none of the other employees at that store identified Shay Jr as being there that day, in fact, another employee had stated  to investigators that it was not Shay Jr at the store but rather two middle eastern men, both shorter than Shay Jr. In fact, Judge Zobel credited this employee over that of Armbrister when she struck Armbrister's statements (the first time). Not to mention that it took 6 months for Armbrister to "remember" Shay Jr, he remembers the day before he testifies at the Grand Jury, when he was meeting with Paul Kelly. There was also no evidence that I was anywhere near that store, I was meeting with my accountant on that day in Weymouth at my new office within 20 minutes of the alleged purchase. The only item that resembled anything in the Roslindale device was the toggle switch, a very common switch that may not have even matched the Radio Shack switch. Not to mention that the students should recognize that this Radio Shack was located near several engineering colleges with many students from middle eastern countries and this would be a typical purchase for some project. You even note that Shay Jr did not go by the name of Jr, that was foisted upon him by the Police and the government. Also, this does not indicate that I did anything. I did not purchase a switch for the 86 device and there is not one item that Todd Leach could mention that was in the 86 device that would relate to the 86 device.

I can go on.

I used a reliable solid state relay in the 86 device, thus the reason for the light bulb, not for testing purposes but

rather a go-no-go indicator, bulb on, safe to arm, bulb off, something's wrong, something that was lacking in the

91 device.

In my [1986] case, the solid state relay I used was in the form of a transistor switch, the same technology in Transistor Transistor-Logic circuits (TTL), i.e. no moving parts.

If you go to the Armbrister testimony, he never said that Shay Jr gave him any phone number so that any number

that was on the receipt was Armbrister's creation and not prompted by anyone.

If you have the Kinsbury statements, he described not Shay Jr but two Middle Eastern Men making that

purchase.
