Shav state t he wanted tc speak
with an attorneyv and make another chone call and he called
Russ Banenc. He told him to call all the Police Officers
that he knew, and ment:oned their names and telephone
numbers to him. He stated he was arrested on warrants but
that the Dollce thought he had set the bomb at his fathers
home and that he was Joing to sue evervone and to have
Russ contact Cungressman Garry Studds and let him know
what was happening.
