Murray said the reward is de-
signed to “help speed things up.
We're only as good as the informa-
tion we receive” and to demonstrate

Hurley and Foley, members of
the police bomb squad, were called
to the Eastbourne Street home of
Thomas Shay to inspect a device in
the back yard that Shay said he had
put there after be had found it at-
tached to the bottom of his car the
day before.

While the two officers were in
the yard the device exploded, fatally
injuring Hurley and putting Foley in
the hospital for two weeks.

Hurley died that night in
Brighn and Women's Hospital. Fo-
ley, who lost his left eye in the explo-
sion, was released from the same

“He just wants to take some time.”
his brother, Edward Foley, said yes-
terday. “He had the scare of his life,
plus he lost & personal friend”

MecArdle said firesrms buresn
technicians have built & duplicate of
the device that exploded on Oct. 28,
and investigators are now attempt-
ing to track down the materials used
in the bomb. .

But McArdle said many of the
components of the bomb are readily
svailable in “hundreds” of stores snd
through mail arder catalogs, magni-
fying the task of tracing purchases.
He said some of the components are
not generally available but declined
to identify those.

“They know everything about i,
but it's very difficult to track down,”
McArdle said of the agents and Bos-
ton detectives. “They are so general
it may be impossible to trace” tham.

McArdle declined to describe the
typeofexplom"emedinthebanb.
but said the device was “sophisticat-
ed.” more complex than a pipe bomb.

“It was constructed by sornebody
who knew what they were doing,”
Murray said. .

The union’s $25,000 reward will
be distributed when a conviction i
obtained. The $25,000 offered by the
firearms bureau will be released
when a person is arrested and pros-
ecuted for the crime.

A reward offer was eritical to the
department's 1987 investigation into
the death of Detective Roy J. Sergei,
who was shot Oct. 2, 1987, as police
investigated a reported break-in.
