01-22-92 Both detectives met one, Sandy LaCourse an agent 
of the ATF.Both detectives reviewed hours of available 
video tapes and read through the existing docume-nts 
concerning the case. 

01-23-92 detectives met an additional ATF secretary 
assigned to this case, Cheryl Manning. At approx. 1:00 pm 
with the assistance of ADA Mary Ames, Paula Shay was 
indicted before the grand jury on a 2-16-90 Unlawful 
Carrying of a D/W:subsequent offense charge. Warrant 
#SUCR92-10115. . 
At 1:30pm we met with Ron Mason of the Fleet Management 
Div. who gave us a Ford LTD1MA198LYO,Dept. # 6054 
At 3:OOpm I met with onelMichael Giacoppa a private 
investigator who runs the Alpha Security agency at 1483 . 
Dorchester Avenue.,,On the recommendation of Det. John Bean 
of Area 0-14 I met with Mr. Giacoppa to discuss the 
possibility of reviewing a press conference that was made 
by Mr. Thomas Shay Jr. on 10-31-91 at 9:30pm at South 
Station.Mr. Giacoppa has extensive experience with a PSE 
- Psychological Stress Evaluator- a type of lie detector 
which measures micro-tremors in a suspect's voice. The 
suspect need not be present to conduct this examIan audio 
tape of the suspect's voice is sufficient to exam the 
suspect's veracity.Mr. Giacoppa stated that he would have 
the test completed within a few days and would recontact 
me at the Homicide Unit.At approximately 7:45pm Craven and 
Armstrong interviewed one, Lawrence Frisoli,w/m/s of 14 
Fenno St., Cambridge, 02138 phone #492-4110 Mr. Frisoli's 
phone # appeared on Att. Pransky's credit card. Thomas . 

Shay Jr. was using this card from the Dedham House of 
Correction in Nov. of 1991.There was a total of over 60 
minutes of phone calls from the DH of C to Frisoli's house 
and Frisoli denies knowing Shay. Frisoli stated that he 
would speak to other members of his family in order to 
find out what happened.Took home Thomas Shay's deposition 
concerning lawsuit and read at home. 

01-27-92 We met with the AUSA Clayton Spenser O f )  who 
wanted to use the George Clark explosive case to leverage 
the Trenkler case. Brendan and I then spoke with Sgt. Det. 
F. Graham and he stated that he will forward a list of the 
following gay bars. 
Buddies,Chaps,Eagle,Sporters,Jacques,PlaylandlNapoleon 
Club,l270,Ramrod,lll Merrimac St.,~obby's. These premises 
will be checked on Tuesday in order to show the following 
pictures to the staff in order to find any nexus.- 
Trenkler,Shay Sr., Jr., Glasheen,Paula Shay, Larry Clark 
and George Clark. Also check out Manray. 
01-28-92 went to the Quincy PD at 8:30am in order to get 

a report of an attempted suicide at Shay Jr.'s address in 
the Falls in Quincy. One James Keough apparently slit his 
wrist.ID to pick up pictures of Paula Shay and Larry  lark 
in order to show complete set at various bars tonight. 



01-24-92 Paula Shay to be tried in BMC 2nd session 
~t 1l:OOam there is to be a task force meeting. 
Paula Shay has outstanding warrant and her 

other cases are continued until 2-21-92 

On 01-28-92 Brendan and I went to several gay bars to 
inquire about Shay Sr., Jr,Paula Shay,Trenkler,G. 
Clark,L.Clark,and Glasheen. We spoke with Joe,manager at 
The Ramrod who stated that Jr.does not get into the club 
since he is under age.This corroborates Brown accusation 
that Trenkler meets young boys in the parking lot and that 
Trenkler also does not go into the bars.Joe stated that 
Shay Jr. could be found at Manray (Campus ) on Thursday 
nights since its a club open to 18-21 yrs. 

On 01-29-92 we met at the ATF Headquarters on the 
seventh floor of the Tip O'Neil building,we were there 
told that the search warrants would be served on Friday 
morning after we had another briefing at 6:OOam at 
Homicide. I am in the surveillance crew with Jake 
Bird,John Lydstone and two members from the ATP. Jake and 
I will attempt to,place a tracking devise on.Trenk1er.s 
car in front of his house at 133 Atlantic Street starting 
at 3:OOam Friday morning. - * 

We will then track Trenkler hopefully as he completes 
his ordinary morning comrnute,driving Cates to Fleet at 

i ! Boylston/Clarendon then continuing on to the Christian 
Science building in order to do his own work. 
When Nancy Shay is served with a subpoena to appear at 

the Fed. Grand Jury she should be asked for the letter 
which Jr. sent her from the DHOC and also any Musclemag 
magazine,particularly the July 1991 edition. 

When Mary Flanagan is asked to appear at the Grand Jury 
there should be a Boston Detective and ATF man to meet 
with her at 12:45pm,Friday. 

AUSA Paul Kelly also stated that all Boston men shall 
be sworn in before Friday morning by US Marshal Bob 
Guiney . 

The people who serve the warrant at Trenkler's parents 
should get a signed consent form for the search of his 
room since at present there is no PC to search.After all 
searches are conducted and all subpoenas are served 
everyone is to meet back at ATF Headquarters in order to 
have a debriefing. 

At 1:OOpm I spoke wi.th secretary Jody Swazie who gave 
me a copy of the 10-30--91 3:51prn bomb scare at Park Street 
Station and it did not seem to be the voice of Thomas Shay 
Jr. - 

Paul Kelly stated that we should lay off the gay clubs 
until further notified. 

Attended Captain Mills retirement party at the Towne 
Line. 

01-30-92 Brendan qualified at the range,Jake Bird 
followe~ Trenkler out to arighton to Channel 68. The car 
was not there at 1l:OOam. Trenkler left his home with 
Cates at 6:45am,with two suitcase,they then went to get 
coffee and returned to Atlantic Street,they then went to 
Fleet at ~oylston/~larendon St.,Trenkler then went to 
Channel 68 and opened the placerhe parked his car to the 
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and I drove out there to check on it at 1l:OOam it was 
gone. I suspect that he then went to Mass. Ave.Jake and I 

s will meet at 3:OOam in order to install the tracking 
device.We should leave the meeting as soon as possible 
after 6:OOam in order not to miss Trenkler. 

1-31-92 at approximately 3:30am I was picked up at my 
home by Det. Jake Bird and we traveled to 133 Atlantic 
Street in order to place a tracking devise on Trenkler's 
1978 Toyota.When this was completed we met with-Lt. Det. 
John Lydstone at the DD on Hancock Street, At 6:OOam we 
were met by ATE' Agent Hank ~ o n Q z  and Edward Cronin along 
with Det. R. Ahearn in order to tail Trenkler's car.At 
7:05am Trenkler left with Cates went to a coffee shop and 
then drove inbound on Quincy Shore Drive to Morrissey 
Blvd. to Kosciusko Circle to Old Colony Ave. to Dorchester 
Av. to the E 4th St. Bridge to Berkeley Street to Stuart 
Street and dropped Cates off at his work.Cronin and I were 
in front of him and the other cars were behind him. At 
Berkeley and Columbus I observed Trenkler put something I 
believe was his voice pager to his ear. When he dropped 
Cates off he did not go to Channel 68 in Brighton as he 
had done the day Before. He drove to the expressway and 
went directly to 133 Atlantic Street and upon seeing the 
various police cars he left the area and circled the " 
block. He then came back to the home and entered it at 

/ .  7:50am,the entry team entered at 7:40am.He consented to a 
search of his briefcase, files and car.There was a - 1 negative response from the dynamite sniffer. iO items were 
seized-glue,batterles,notebooks,photos,~rtini speaker. 

At 7:30am T. D'Ambrosio called Richard Brown and told 
him to meet him at Arcomrn, 82 Broad Street, Weymouth,Brown 
refused, a forced entry was made at 8:10 ax, .'?he place had 
been cleaned up since first searched in November,l991. 
Items seized - 3 pieces of clipped wire, silver duct 
tape,electrical catalog,vacuum cleaner bag,customer list 
of electronic customers,2 Radio Shack receipts,BJ receipt 
for batteries 10-22-91,wire,industrial supply catalog,the 
team then left Arcomm at 1:3lpm,Trenkler never drove to 
Arcomrn. 

Vic Palazzo served Cates with a subpoena at Fleet,Cates 
called Paul Kelly and asked if this was concerning the 
robbery of Fleet on the waterfront,Kelly said no,Cates 
then asked - Then this is about something I have knowledge 
of-then hung up. 

Bill Fogerty and Dennis Leahy went to Trenkler's 
mothers house at 7 Whitelawn Ave., Milton. She allowed 
them to search Trenkler's room - nothing taken.The garage 
was then opened -16 items were taken - including a wooden 
box with a magnet outline on it.Trenkler left Atlantic 
Street and drove to Whitelawn at 9:OOam and stayed for 
hours. 
He spoke of Llastings and dynamite,although there has been 
no mention to the press that dynamite was used.He stated 
that he thinks the Feds are going to spriiikle dynamite 
dust on t i i s  tools. He stated that Shay Jr. hated his 
father. A cut off champagne bottle was recovered this is 
often used to mold exp!osives.All items taken were to be 
analyzed within the week. 

Ed Deforest a counselor at the Spaulding Youth Center 
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Jr.and that Jr has been the victim of long term sexual 
abuse and has witnessed the long term abuse of his 
sisters.DeForest states that Jr. is very 
dangerous,psychotic,violent, he could want to kill his 
abuser-he should be locked up. 
When Cates spoke with Jr, after the bombing,Jr. had a 
sinister laugh about all the trouble he has caused. 

A Grand Jury subpoena was served on Mary Flanagan. 
Trenkler called Donna Shay at 1l:OOam- he stated that 

he paid her $500 towards a $5000 loan 
The subpoena for Nancy Shay was delayed. 

The noose will be tightened by putting people before the 
grand jury..Especially squeeze Erown,M. Fianagan, get 
letters and magazine from Nancy Shay. 

Monitor Pens and Traps and Clone - the problem with the 
clone is that he uses Voice mail. 

Trenkler has a cellular phone which we were not aware 
of. However Brendan was able to get the number from him-it 
is leased by Robert Gioja of Global Productions - 9 
Livingstone Street, Dorchester since 1988. 

Trenkler has a possibility of working on a 
communications pr~ject in Nigeria,however he does not 
currently have a passport. 

Richard Brown has records , he resides in ~ockland gith 
Jennifer Powers at his mother, Barbara Rae's home.

All these items were brought up at the meeting at 4:30pm 
Friday evening 1-31-92. 

During our surveillance of Trenkier,after he left his 
mother's house at 1:15pm he went to the variety store and 
gas station next to Osco drug on River Street. He then 
went back to Atlantic Street and at about 2:50pm he went 
to his attorney, Martin Cosgrove of Cosgrove,Eisenberg and 
Kiley at 803 Hancock Street, Quincy. 
We broke off the surveillance from Hancock Street and 

returned to Homicide for the meeting . The meeting was 
adjourned around 6:OOpm and then Jake Bird and I returned 
to Atlantic Street and retrieved the tracking devise on 
~renkler's car. 

Ar approx. 9:00 pm , Brendan called me and asked me if 
I would work a day tour of duty with him, I agreed. 

02-01-92 Brendan and I were instructed to go to 
Rockland to serve Richard Brown with two Federal Grand 
Jury Subpoena - 1 for him personally and the other for him 
as the keeper of records for Arcomrn. At approximately 
11;OOam we arrived at the the home of Barbara Rae,w/f 
4 Sycamore Court of the Woodland Place Development, 
Rockland , MA. 02370, phone # 982-9878.Mrs. Rae is the 
mother of Richard Brown. We stated our office and she 
allowed us in . We asked if Richard was home and she 
stated yes that he was in the shower. We also asked if 
Jennifer Powers was there she also stated yes.Both Powers 
and Richard came down to the kitchen. Powers screamed- 
"What is this - am I under arrest " . We stated - No. 
Brown asked if he was under arrest - we stated no.We then 
informed Brown about the subpoenas. When I handed them to 
him - he was tremb!ing.His mother was very concerned about 
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his.Brown stated that his employee had done a previous 
prank. Rae asked what this was about and we stated that it 
concerned the death of a Boston Police officer.She asked 
Brown if this had anything to do with - " the cute little 
fag on TV." Brown when asked stated that he knew who Shay 
was but he never had anything to do with him - he's lying. 
Jennifer Powers 20yrs. should be subpoenaed.Brown was 
wearing a white World Gym T shirt.Brown also does not live 
on Arnold Street in Quincy he lives with his grandfather, 
Wallace Brown at 35 Arnold Rd. off of Wollaston Bivd.Brown 
was very concerned how we found out about his 
location,Trenkler told us,we did not tell Brown. 

We then left the Rae home in much turmoil and went to 
Arcornrn at 82 Broad St.,Weymouth. We observed a 1992 Red 
Geo Prism,MA. Reg. 479BEW parked on the sidewalk in f;ont 
of Arcomrn. The motor vehicle belongs to VERC Rentals of 
159 Samoset Street, Plymouth, PHONE # 1-508-747-1997 & 
1-800-696-8372.1 spoke to Richard Dufault at 4:30pm the 
manager who stated that the vehicle had been rented for 
the weekend ( 1-31-92 to 2-4-92 ) by Deborah A. DuBois w/f 
of 419 Newport Rd.,Rull License # 015-54-6779,howeper she 
used the credit card of one joseph J. Holleran.On 2-6-92 
Brown stated that Dubois lived upstairs at Arcomrn.

We then drove to 200 D The Falls, where Nancy Shay 

lives and took down the following numbers.230VMDtHP

At 1:OSpm we went to 35 Arnold Rd. and observed the 
home of Wallace Brown a dark brown single family home. 
We then drove a few streets over to Trenkler's house at 
133 Atlantic Street and observed his car parked across the 
street heading toward Comm. Shea Zlvd. 

At 1:45pm we went to 39 Eastbourne Street the home of 
Thomas Shay Sr. and observed a 1988 Ford Mustang Blue, MA. 
Reg. 329RWW in the driveway. This mv is registered to 
Deborah Canejo of 38 Jay Street, Somerville,MA.On 2-6-92 
Mary Flanagan stated that Canejo is Nancy Shay Jr.,'s 
girlfriend. 

We then went to 106 Washington Street, Dedham to the 
Dedham service Center and observed the following mvls.- 
947VAB,Repair 1640C,692VI132832 -Dedham Flower Shop and 
M32058-State Plate. The drive of this vehicle was a white 
male who seemed very nervous of our presence as we watched 
him drive from the garage. 

We returned to the office and made several phone 
calls and logged these notes.The returned subpoenas were 
turned over to Tom D'Ambrusio of the ATF. 

02-03-92 Reviewed Trenkler's telephone calls he 
made over the weekend,he made over 800 calls.974-9907 - 
Trenkler's Cellular phone,621-0329 Stud Line , 494-8552 - 
After Hours Cruise Line - Boston's Hottest,S77-025 - 
Robert Gioja Global Productions.When Erendan called 
Trenkler's cellular phone Trenkler asked is this the 
production company from California. 

We met with SA Jeff Kerr who had several subpoenas to 
serve. We first went to 200 Falls Blvd 1 0 7  in order to 
serve Nancy Shay and Thomas Shay Jr.subpoenas. Although 
the door to their apartment was open there did not seem to 
be anyone home. We spoke with two of the Shay's neighbors, 
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stated that the Shay's were perennial problems and that 
all persons in the apartment used Shilatis's brown cougar. 
In fact Jr. had used a blue police light on top of it.We 
asked them if we could call them to see when the Shays 
were in, they said yes.We then went to Barbara Rae's home 
at 4 Sycamore Ct,Rockland in order to serve Jennifer 
Powers, DOB 01-05-71 formerly of 14 Fair Oaks Lane 
Cohasset, a subpoena. She stated that she formerly went 
with a Michael Garafello who is John DiStazio's_roornrnate. 
DiStazio is Richard Brown's good friend and that is how 
she met Brown. Barbara Rae works at Norwood Hospital. 
Jennifer is currently unemployed.Jennifer believes that 
Trenkler made the bomb,she stated that Mr. Brown did not 
discuss the matter with her except for one long taik they 
had at ~c~onald's when Brown told her he thought Treakler 
was somehow involved. 

Brown called while we were there and he was informed 
that Jennifer would have to appear before the grand jury 
on Feb. 13th,1992. He was very upset by this and stated 
that she had nothing to add.John DiStazio should be 
subpoena. All of Trenkler's acquaintances feel that he is - 
involved.3rendan then made Samantha the dog puke on the 
kitchen floor by mentioning the name of Det. Peter 
O'Malley. We then left her apt. at 3:05pm. We then ;enFto 
209  Schoussett Street, Pembroke 293-6363 in order to serve 

/ - Brett Donahue with a subpoena.He was not there however S/A 
i : Kerr knew ~onahue's wife and left the subpoena with her.

02-03-92 at about 5:GOprn Barbara Rae called arLZ 

stated that she was unable to taik light now but stated 
that she would like to met with Det. Craven and Armstrong 
without her son,she will be contacted on 2-4 -92 .  

02-03-92 At approx. 7:OOpm Detectives Craven and 
Armstrong went to 200  Falls Blvd., Apt.DlG7 in order to 
serve two subpoenas at the Shay residence. On arrival we 
met Nancy Shay w/f/s/ 48yrs, Paula Shay w/f/s 23yrs and 
James Keough boyfriend to Paula. Mrs. Shay stated that 
Thomas Jr. had fled since his probation officer told him 
that he would be going to jail. Mrs. Shay stated that she 
was going to Florida on vacation in order to further plans 
for an eventual move out of state. Officers engaged both 
Paula and Nancy in a two and one half hour conversation 
where Nancy stated that the night before the bombing and 
the night after the bombing Jr. stayed at her house-Nancy 
also stated that Sr. was a good father but a terrible 
husband,she stated that she was beaten from the first day 
of her married life. She married Sr. when she already had 
two daughters Amy and Jean Gagle,they then had Nancy,Paula 
and Thomas.She stated that she has not been with Sr. for 
15 years.Det. Craven brought up the coincidence that Sr. 
got a home from both his wives. Nancy was also struck by 
this realization. When asked if she thought Sr. was 
involved in this, Nancy stated that Sr. liked himseif too 
much. Craven then asked if it came between Jr. or S z .  who 
might be involved - she would not commit herself. 

Nancy Shay stated that Mary Flanagan had told her that 
Sr. had called the police to report the bomb in the yard 
,but they never came.He borrowed the neighbors car to go 
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be asked about this at the grand jury.She also stated that 
when she married Shay in 1966 that he started to abuse her 
and that continued throughout her marriage. When asked if 
he ever abused the children she said no.She also does not 
believe that he abuses Mary Flanagan since Flanagan is a 
stronger woman than she. She also stated that Jr. was 
raped twice-once at the age of 5 by a counselor and later 
at another state facility.She also stated that Jr. was 
told that he could have normal relations with women.Nancy 
feels that Jr. hangs with gay males because they treat him 
well and that he likes the attention they give him. She 
also stated that he thinks girls don't find him 
attractive.Nancy states that she has a good relationship 
with Sr. and his new fami!y.When Sr. went to the DHOC 
during the Christmas holiday he asked Jr. if he had 
anything to do with the bombing,Jr.would not answer him 
because he thought Sr. was wired.Nancy said that Jr., told 
her this.When Nancy was asked about the letter she 
received from Jr. from the DHOC she said that she threw it 
out.We then spent a great deal of time speaking about 
dysfunctional families,Nancy as well as Paula both stated 
that people can change. They especially felt that ZL. 
could not have had anything to do with this since tllere 
were 6 additional bombings while he was incarcerated.~ge~ 
also felt that he was not smart enough.

Donohue stated that Trenkler worked for him in Hull and 
Trenkler had stolen a lot of money from him. He states 
that Brown is a dangerous person and that there is another 
white male named Tony , whose father owns an 
upholstery store in Quincy near Tile City. When we went 
there was a Mercedes MA Reg. 426LVG owned by JF&S Leasing 
of 135 Will Street, Canton,MA.Mr. Donahue states that he 
believes that Trenkler is capable of building a bomb.We 
stated that we would return to Donohue's home with a video 
of Shay J r .  so that he and his partner Richard Bender 
could possibly identify him as an acquaintance of 
Trenkler.We will return on Wednesday 2-5-92 at 3:OOpm with 
the tape taken from Giacoppa.Donohue stated that Trenkler 
or anyone for that matter could take dynamite from a work 
site without a problem. Donohue stated that he had been to 
the Falls several times during its construction in order 
to find work. 

We then went to Quincy Town Hall and pulled the record 
on the upholstery shop we found that it comes back to a 
Michael DiStazio.The Quincy Fire Dept. records show that 
the blasting permits were pulled by James Shea &Sons, we 
left a message with the Sheas to have him call us. 

We then went to Ralph Pace's home at 23 Jefferson 
Ct.,Stoughton and left a federal subpoena for him to 
appear befo~e the grand jury.We then went to the Credit 
Data Bureau in order to pick up seven credit histories for 
parties involved in this matter.We then drove to Shea's 
home at 3 Malden Street , Quincy and left a message with 
his wife.
