(Contemporaneous notes for his lawyer by Alfred Trenkler of his interaction with Tom Shay in the Federal lockup on 25 June 1993. Both were there for their respective hearings on pre-trial issues.)

At Federal Building Lockup 25 June 93
1) Jr. said he never told Carrion where I lived in Milton - He (Jr.) never knew, had never been there (Jr.), Carrion never brought him (Jr.) there; Shay admits I never told him (Jr.) I even lived in Milton.

2) Jr. said that Carrion did give Jr. rides to Belvedior [Belvoir] Rd in Milton and Richmond St. in Dorchester.

3) Jr. Says Feds told him (Jr.) that Al offered Gaetor [Edwin Gaeta] $10K to kill Jr. and the Feds were holding Gaetor [sic].

4) Jr. told me he made up the story about the Quincy quarries just to toy with the Feds.  He said he purposely lied to 'screw' with them.

5) Jr. said he knows I did not do this, he said the Feds and Frank Armstrong put my name into Jr.'s head.

6) Jr. says that he thought the guys from S. Boston did this and mentioned about how the father was followed around by someone - we have this BPD report.

7) Jr. said that his father was making mistakes in his statements - he is looking guilty - a Jr. quote.

8) Jr.'s sisters told him (Jr.) that he (Jr.) was screwing up Sr.'s lawsuit.

9) Jr. then started to brag to the other people in the lock up about the media attention he has received and that he (Jr.) was famous.

10) Jr. said the Feds took him to the Quincy quarries and they were met by Navy Seals to look for plastic bag of items in Shay's story.

11) Jr. said that Critchner's [Scott Critcher] brother Shawn Dunlap was out to nail Jr. for the $65K.

12) Jr. said he heard police suspected me after the police dug up my name through the '86 incident and the police quizzed him about the '86 incident and about my name.

13) Jr. said he met Todd Leach at Scott Critchner's [sic] Quincy party.

14) Says Carrion is out to get Jr. for the $65K.

15) Jr. said he knows that if the bomb killed his father the lawsuite [sic] would not go through and no one would get any money (You and I read otherwise + Alan Pransky in GG [grand jury] states if Sr. died the money would go to the heirs.)
16) Told me the lawsuite [sic] was settled for $30K.
17) Says the inmates that are testifying against him are lying, they want the $65K and get out of jail free card and that he (Jr.) never told them (inmates) anything that I am reading about.

18) Told me the last time he saw my car was in town on Boylston St when he put a bunch of invitations to some nightclub on the windshield of my Toyota in July of '91 (this was on the 1200 block of Boylston Street - both John and I remember the papers on my windshield but until 25 June 93 I never knew who put them there.)

19) Did not mention Radio Shack but said that all of those people, Ed Carrion, George Nightingale, Dwayne Armbrister, and Alan Kingsbury all knew each other and all know Tom Shay, Jr. from the Ramrod Bar and from George Nightingale's apartment.

20) Shay again started to brag about the media coverage he was receiving when some other prisoner told Jr. to shut up.

21) Jr. said he had all the files I have and wanted to know who Donna Shea was - I would not answer.  Wanted to know if I knew Ed Carrion.  I said I never met him.  Then he asked if I was sure, that he was a big guy and could not miss him.  I again said I had no idea and that I was tired and trying to sleep.

   Shay kept on rambling away - it is no surprise as to why inmates have information about Shay, he was quoting things out of the discovery materials and open talking about it with the other inmates in the Federal lock up.

   Another inmate told me (from Middleton) that Jr. was a real idiot and that he (Jr.) was talking about his (Jr.'s) case in detail and would tell anyone anything about the case.

   Shay then started again, he said he was accumulating lighters and was going to stick them in the microwave and blow it up.

   Finally the attorneys came for Jr.

NOTE: Nancy must tell Tom Shay to shut his mouth!!
