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Newsletter #21 (with some repetition from earlier newsletters, as some information bears repeating, and new members are coming on-board.)








1. Alfred filed his 2255 (Habeas Corpus) claim on 16 October and Amended claim on 9 November.  The updated claim is 97 pages and
is posted on the website in "Latest News," at http://www.alfredtrenklerinnocent.org/latest_news.html.   The U.S. Attorney's office responded on 14 December with the stunning revelation that the U.S. Attorney authorized the ATF to destroy the evidence in Alfred's case in October 2005 and February 2006.     

   Assistant U.S. Attorney Timothy Q. Feeley has been designated to represent the U.S. Government in Alfred's case. 
   Alfred responded with a rebuttal to Mr. Feeley's Response on 17 January 2008.  

   Also, AUSA Timothy Feeley also responded, belatedly, on 10 January to Jack Wallace's June 2006 Motion on Behalf of Alfred to examine evidence in the case.  In that Response, Mr. Feeley stated again that the evidence had been destroyed. Alfred is preparing a response to the Government's response and admission of destruction of evidence.
    The next step may be a hearing by Judge Zobel or the appointment of counsel to represent Alfred as difficult legal arguments are being raised by the Government.  Primarily, the Government argues that Alfred's pleas for justice are to late, but it should never be too late for justice.

2. Tom Shay's claim that his 1998 Guilty Plea was involuntary and coerced was denied on 9 November by Judge Zobel.

    Just before she issued that order, she received a letter from Tom Shay which again stated that Alfred Trenkler is innocent. He wrote, "...Your honor, I made up so many lies, To Paul Kelly, the AFT, news media and inmates. Whenever I could glean attention, no matter what harm it would cause, I didn't care. I knew Alfred Trenkler for less than 12 hours. He never had a surprise, nor did I buy anything for him at Radio Shack or for anyone else."
   Tom is appealing the denial of his Motion to set aside his Guilty Plea. He is at McKean Federal Prison with mailing address:

So far, there are comments from Jason Trenkler, Adam Lenar (nephew of Tom Shay), Ellen Ochs, Morrison, and Cindy Tourte of California.
