1.  Getting Organized!  On Thursday and Friday of last week, 22 and 23 June, the first meeting of the Alfred Trenkler Innocent Committee was held in the Visitors' Room at the Allenwood Federal Prison in White Deer, Pennsylvania, and the following officers were elected:

Also considered was whether to make Alfred an officer and a decision on that question may be coming in a few days after phone calls and emails among the officers.


This organizational meeting is a major step forward in the Campaign for Alfred.  In addition to the organizing of the Committee, Jack Wallace reports that the family (Alfred, Jo, Jack, David and Judy) had a very good visit.  For various reasons, Alfred seemed more optimistic about eventual exoneration.
