   TOM SHAY: "Today is October 17, 1992. It is almost one year after the death of Jeremiah Hurley and the maiming of his partner Francis X. Foley, a year after a bomb exploded and left one officer dead and one destroyed for life, two families destroyed without ever having any chance of repair until the builder of that device and conspirators are behind bars for life.

   I, Tommy Shay, am guilty of something in that case, but do not know what.  I don't have the average 20 year male history. From age 5 to 18, I was in the Department of Social Services care."

    KAREN MARINELLA: "Okay. Now, let's get into some of that a little bit.  You - you  - you said that you are guilty of something in this case....
    Mm-hmm. But you helped purchase the equipment for this bomb. You're admitting that."

    SHAY:  "I'm admitting that, but not to the fact that I was helped [helping?] to purchase stuff to build the bomb....

   ... and I'm always, you know, like the Radio Shack clerk on Mass. Ave. recognized me. I don't know why he recognized me...."

   MARINELLA: "What kinds of things were you buying? Tell me.

   SHAY: A toggle switch, a[n] AA battery holder, wires, you know, electrical supplies."

   MARINELLA: Explosives? Did you buy-"-

   SHAY: "No-"

   MARINELLA:  "-explosives?"
   SHAY:  "I didn't buy no explosives. Nope.... purchased all kinds of stuff, but everything - ther's only two things that I purchased that were inside that explosive device that killed Officer HUrley and -"
   MARINELLA:  "What were those two things?"
   SHAY:  "The toggle switch and the AA battery holder... On the 28th, at about twelve o'clock, I started to piece things together and after my jailing at the Dedham House of Correction and my release, I thought it was time for me to get out of here because I  just didn't want any involvement.  I was scared.  My youthfulness came back into me, and I was scared like a little boy, and I just needed to get out of there.  I didn't want any part of it because I had nothing to do with it. I did have something to do with it, but the knowledge of what happened was nothing, no part of it.."
   MARINELLA:  "So you went to California."
   SHAY:  "So I went to California, the reason I used James Kehoe's military ID, the military ID was expired, i cannot be charged with that charge of using a military ID.  The reason I used it is because of the new name and his ID was 22 years old.  I was 20 at the time and that was, you know, bar time for me...  My guiltiness is knowing who did it or thinking about who did it after the bomb and then fleeing - ."
   MARINELLA:  "Mm-hmm."
   SHAY:  "-not to tell anybody."
   MARINELLA: "Right."
   SHAY:  "That's my guiltiness... But once the - once the purchase came through from Radio Shack, and I found out that, I'm the one that built - built, excuse me - purchased part of the built - building, then I - it kind of hit me.  You know?"
   MARINELLA: "Mm-hmm."
   SHAY:  "A man's dead out there.  There are five children and a wife lost forever, family destroyed. Never mind another family destroyed.  I don't know if Francis X. Foley can ever put his life together.  I hope he does, but nobody will ever be able to put their life together until the streets are safe again."
   MARINELLA: "Mm-hmm."
   SHAY:  "I feared that."
   MARINELLA: "What do you need to do?... Well, you've told me many times that you hated your father."

   SHAY:  "No, no, no, no-"
   MARINELLA: "-for-"
   SHAY:  "-no, no, no. For what?"
   MARINELLA: "You've told me many times on the phone-"
   SHAY:  "No, I- I never-"
   MARINELLA: "-that you felt-"
   SHAY:  "-that-"
   MARINELLA: "-deserted as a child unloved-"
   SHAY:  "Deserted and unloved-"
   MARINELLA: "And you hated him."
   SHAY:  "-not hate.  That's not hate. Hold on.  Then I got to go back on my words here because-"
   MARINELLA: "Okay-"
   SHAY:  "-I never said I hated my father.  Hate - hating someone as taking a gun or a bomb to them is two different things. You know? Hate, that's - a dislike, I should say.  I should have used my words better when I talked to you-"
   MARINELLA: "Okay."
   SHAY:  "-whenever I said that be dislike him for deserting me and my mother, you know, back when I was five years old."
   MARINELLA: "All right. I'm going to pursue this a little bit here.  Bear with me.  Thousands of children in this state are abused sexually, emotionally, physically every year in this state. They don't go out and build bombs."
   SHAY:  "No comment. I have - I can't think of anything to tell you.  I just poured out my heart today and here you are again. The light's going dim, too."
   MARINELLA: "This isn't - a lot of people are going to hear this, Tom, and I have to ask these questions, and they're going to say this is hard to believe..  This is hard to believe, A, that this kid went out and bought all this stuff and had absolutely no knowledge that this was going to be come a bomb."
   SHAY:  "That's my story."
   MARINELLA: "They're finding it very hard to believe right now.  Why should be believe this?"
   SHAY: "Well, I-"
   MARINELLA: "Well, tell me -"
   SHAY:  "-can't say anything, anymore"
   MARINELLA: "I'm here. Tell me why we should believe this."
   SHAY:  "I - I can't say anything no more.  You know?  I just told you and if they don't believe it..."
   MARINELLA: "You're going to change that light?"
   SHAY:  "You don't believe me. That's all right."
   MARINELLA:  "I have to ask these questions, Tom. I mean, I mean, I .. how many things have - have we talked about the past few months that perhaps haven't happened yet or perhaps the truth was stretched a little bit? I mean, you've told me from day one you knew nothing about this from day one, and now this is a complete turnaround, so I have to ask you why I should believe this now. I have to. Tell me."
   SHAY:  "I don't have an answer for your.  Maybe I do have an answer for you.  My friends have been dumped on.  My family has been dumped on. I've been dumped on.  I saw no reason to cooperate with anybody and tell them what was going in or what I thought or anything until it comes down to me."
